SAINT CATHERINE OF SIENA (1347-1380)
April 29

Imagine the pope receiving a young woman still in
her twenties who addresses him as “my sweet Christ
on earth,” then orders: “Get back to Rome where you
belong!” Amazingly, Gregory XI complied! Yet this was
but one astonishing incident in the extraordinary life of
Catherine of Siena, a truly unique medieval woman.
Youngest of twenty-five children, Catherine refused
marriage and became a Dominican Tertiary at sixteen,
cloistering herself at home in contemplative prayer,
austere penances, and mystical experiences, culminat-
ing in “spiritual espousal” to Christ. Then, incarnating
the Dominican ideal of “passing on to others the fruits
of contemplation,” Catherine left her solitude to care
for the poor, nurse the sick, comfort the dying, and
bury the dead. Increasingly renowned for converting
souls and healing bodies, she was sought after to bro-
ker peace during civil wars and Church schisms. All
this, and like Jesus, whom she called “my “Divine
Spouse,” she died at thirty-three! Four hundred letters
and her spiritual classic 7he Dialogue inspired Paul VI
to name her, together with Teresa of Avila, the first
women “doctors of the Church.”

WHY DO WE FAST ONE HOUR
BEFORE COMMUNION?

My grandmother says Catholics used to fast from
midnight until they received Communion. When did
the fasting time change to only an hour and why?

Dear Ellen,

The ancient discipline of fast-
ing before Communion became a
universal practice by the fifth
century. Until 1953, everyone
refrained from consuming food,
water and medicine from mid-
night to the time of Communion.
In 1953 and 1957, Pope Pius XII
reduced the fast from food to
three hours and from water for one hour (Christus
dominus and Sacram Communionem).

In 1966 Pope Paul VI further reduced the fast to
one hour and allowed water and medicine at any
time (Poenitemini). In 1973 he reduced the fast for
the sick and elderly to fifteen minutes before Com-
munion when one hour is prohibitive (Immensae Ca-
ritatis).

The loosening of the restrictions was in no way
intended to lessen the reverence for the Eucharist.
The changes were made to allow as many Catholics
as possible to receive the Eucharist, which can be
difficult when priests are in short supply. For the
same reason, Immensae Caritatis also allowed the
practice of having extraordinary ministers give Com-
munion.

Despite the changes to the Communion fast,
unity and uniformity have been maintained. Catholics
are free to fast before Communion beyond the dura-
tion and degree currently prescribed.

FOURTH SUNDAY OF EASTER * Now hear this

The root of the word obey, the dictionary tells us, is akin to

“hear.” People tend to think only about the second part of obedi-

ence—following the rules, submitting to another’s command. If
the history of a word means anything, though, then the first part of obeying
would be hearing. And in this sense hearing involves more than simply words
entering one’s mind. It also includes /istening. taking in what someone or
something is saying and reflecting on it, making it part of who one is, learn-
ing. That process is the prelude to action. No different is the Word of God.
However the gospel message comes to you—in scripture, liturgy, your beliefs,
opportunities to serve—you are called to listen and then to do.

MONDAY, APRIL 26
EASTER WEEKDAY * Feeling sheepish?
There is nothing cuter than a fuzzy baby lamb. But what about when they get
older and are bona-fide sheep? Not so much. Sheep aren’t the smartest or
cuddliest of creatures. When left to their own devices they’ll wander, get lost
or maimed, destroy their own pasture, and panic over just about anything.
Unfortunately for us it is sheep, not lambs, to which Jesus compares his fol-
lowers. Smelly, erratic, hapless sheep. While we may have our cute, fuzzy
moments, we also have many not-so-cuddly occasions where we are difficult
to love, difficult to be around, and just plain difficult. In Jesus’ words we find
not condemnation but assurance that even in these times he is there for us,
calling our name. In what sheeplike moments do you hear his voice?

EASTER WEEKDAY * What are we waiting for?
Skepticism is a way of life for a lot of folks. The people of Jerusalem in the
time of Jesus were no exception. Even after miraculous healings, amazing
teachings, and works of wonder, they still waited for Jesus to reveal himself as
the savior they were hoping for. What would it take to get them on board? A
better question is: What will it take for usto get on board? A lifetime exposed
to the gospels, sacraments, saints, and moral teaching is often not enough to
get us to the tipping point of committed discipleship. If you need more, ask
for it. God will supply!

Caring as Christ cared

Remember the last time you were sick and somebody cared for you? Better
still, remember when you were sick and nobody cared for you? Big difference,
eh? That's because care is more than medicine, more than a bowl of chicken
soup. Care for the sick is being there to comfort, to share the experience. It's
a Christ-event, a component of life we celebrate as a sacrament. The lives of
the two saints we honor today, Peter Chanel and Louis de Montfort, were

THURSDAY, APRIL 29
FEAST OF CATHERINE OF SIENA, VIRGIN, DOCTOR OF THE CHURCH
Meet the challenge
Catherine of Siena was a remarkable woman who transcended the narrow
roles to which the laity, and women in particular, were subject in medieval
Europe. She advised popes, negotiated settlements, kept a continuous corre-
spondence with her followers all over Italy, and composed 7he Dialogue, an
account of her conversation with God, which is widely considered a master-
piece of spiritual literature. Amazingly she accomplished all this despite being
almost completely illiterate! How? She dictated everything. Each one of us has
some physical or intellectual shortcoming. Today, before you feel defeated by
a particular limitation, remember Catherine and ask, “How can I work around
this?”

FRIDAY, APRIL 30
FEAST OF P1US V, POPE * Let’s clean up our act
You may not have heard of Pope Saint Pius V (1504-1572) but your Catholi-
cism certainly has been shaped by him. With the church in disarray and the
Protestant Reformation gaining steam with its critique of corrupt clergy, Pius
saw the need to restore discipline and morality. This no-nonsense pope
brought qualities of his native Dominican order to bear on the problem—more
austere living, no “perks,” and high moral standards. Influential at the Council
of Trent, Pius V updated the church’s catechism and standardized the liturgy
in a form that stood for nearly 400 years. Given his zeal he didn't win many
popularity contests, but he may well have saved the church from spiraling into
dissolution. Is there an area of your own life that could use of bit of pious
reform?

SATURDAY, MAY 1
FEAST OF SAINT JOSEPH THE WORKER * Labor gains
Not coincidentally we celebrate Saint Joseph the Worker on May 1, or May
Day, which is internationally recognized as a day to celebrate the achieve-
ments of the labor movement. It has been just a little over a century since
Pope Leo XIII's groundbreaking encyclical Rerum novarum advocated the
rights of workers and gave laborers across Europe, Australia, and the U.S. the
impetus they needed to achieve such reforms as the end of child labor and
the institution of two-day weekends, eight-hour workdays, 40-hour work
weeks, state-regulated working conditions, standard minimum wages, paid
holidays, and the right of workers to organize. Enjoy your weekend and re-
member whom you have to thank for it.
